Intent is to report the
number of
individuals referred
to specialty primary
care or related
services outside of
the grant program as
a result of the grant
that relates to
integration.

“Referral” refers to
directing an
individual to primary
care or related
services as a result
of the primary and
behavioral health
integration grant
program.

Referred is
recommending an
individual for specialty
primary care or related
services.

Primary Care or Related
refers to chronic physical
conditions or the
population of people with
or at risk of chronic
physical conditions who
also have a serious
mental illness; also
includes people with co-
occurring substance use
disorders.

Services include
treatment, rehabilitation,
prevention, mental
health-related promotion
and supportive services,
culturally-specific
practices; suicide
prevention programs; &
rural tele-health
programs.

Grantee can refer to a
specialty department or
clinic within their own
agency if such services

Information to Count:
The number of
individuals referred to
specialty care services;
NOT the number of
services.

On the result form, enter the following
information in the quarter when the
individual was referred.

Result Name: Enter the name of the group
who was referred

Result Description: Enter description (2-3
sentences) 1) Who received the referral
information and 2)Type of mental health or
related services referral provided.

Result Number: Enter the total number of
referred individuals

EXAMPLES

Result Name: Dentist referrals

Result Description: Forty clients were
referred to dental care this quarter.

Number: 40

Result Name: Podiatrist

Result Description: Twenty-five clients
were referred to the podiatrist due to
diabetes related complaints and
complications.

Number: 25

Result Name: Cardiologist

Result Description: Ten clients were
screened and referred to the cardiologist for
breathing issues and heart complaints.
Number: 10
